Aclypea souverbiei Fairmaire, 1848. Bohemia mer., Sumava Mits, Certovo jezero (6845),
2 99, 6.vii.1996, under a stone together with Carabus linnaei Panzer, 1810, J. Hiva (Senior) lgt.,
J. Hava det. et coll. Species with discontinuous distribution, known from upland regions in
Europe (the Pyrenees and the Carpathians) and from Western Sibiria (the Altai and Sajan Mts) -
Schawaller (1996). The species A. alpicola Kiister, 1849, listed from Slovakia in the Check-list
(Ruzicka 1993), have been recently treated as junior synonym of A. souverbiei by Schawaller
(1996). New species for the Czech Republic.

Silpha tyrolensis tyrolensis Laicharting, 1781. Bohemia occ., Sumava Mits, Spi¢ak Mt. (6845),
vi.1948, 1 Q, I. Havelka lgt. et det., J. RiZicka rev., coll. L. Ernest (Nymburk); Bohemia mer.,
Smr¢né u Nové Bystfice (6956), 1 o, 23.vii.1995, dead specimen under a stone on a forest path,
together with Prerostichus melanarius (Illiger, 1798), M. Janda Igt., J. Hava det. et coll. European
upland species, known from the Pyrenees, the Alps, higher sites of the Bohemian Massif and the
Carpathians (Sustek 1981). From the Czech Republic known from the Jeseniky Mts in northern
Moravia (Fleischer 1927-30, Sustek 1981, Kodarek 1996), from Bohemia mentioned only from
the KrkonoSe Mts (= the Giant Mountains) without more details by Fleischer (1927-30). The spe-
cies was reported as doubtful from Bohemia in the Check-list (RuZi¢ka 1993). Correction of the
Check-list, confirmed occurence in Bohemia.

Druh Aclypea souverbiei Fairmaire, 1848, zndmy z horskych oblasti Evropy a zapadni Sibife,
je hlagen ze Sumavy jako novy druh pro Ceskou republiku. Druh A. alpicola Kiister, 1849, uve-
deny v Checklistu (RiZitka 1993) ze Slovenska, byl recentné synonymizovin s A. souverbiei
v prici Schawallera (1996). Dale je potvrzen vyskyt evropského horského druhu Silpha tyrolen-
sis tyrolensis Laicharting, 1781 v Cechéch, predtim byl tento druh z Cech uveden jen bez bliZsich
podrobnosti z Krkono§ (Fleischer 1927-1930).
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
